Short title

This Act may be cited as the 2025 Supplementary Appropriation Act
2025.

Commencement
This Act commences on the date of assent.
Authorisation of appropriation

The issue of the sum of $913,780,527 from the Consolidated Fund is
authorised, to be applied to the service of the financial year ending
31 December 2025.

The sum specified in subsection (1) is taken to be appropriated as
from the date this Act commences for the supply of the heads and in
the amounts respectively specified for such heads, set out in the
Schedule.

Note to section 3

Section 7 of the 2025 Appropriation Act 2024 provides that the total sums
authorised by contingency warrants issued by the Minister under section 58 of the
Public Financial Management Act 2013 for the financial year ending 31 December
2025 must not exceed $20,000,000.

Section 6 of the 2025 Appropriation Act 2024 provides that, for section 60(2) of the
Public Financial Management Act 2013, the total amount authorised by advance
warrants issued by the Minister for the financial year ending 31 December 2025
must not at any one time, after deducting repayments and monies on deposit,
exceed $150,000,000.

NATIONAL BUILDING STANDARDS ACT 2025

PRELIMINARY MATTERS
Short title
This Act may be cited as the National Building Standards Act 2025.
Commencement

This Act commences on the day appointed by the Minister by notice
in the Gazette.

Interpretation
In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires:

“appointed member” means a member of the Advisory Board
appointed under section 21(1)(i);

“building”:
(@) means:

(i) an existing building or structure of a type for which
standards are provided for in the National Building Code,
or part of an existing building or structure, of any kind; or

(c) does not include plant or machinery comprised in a building, or
traditional structures located within a rural community on
unregistered land;

(d) landscaping; and

“building practitioner” means an individual or body corporate who
carries out building construction work;

“National Building Code” or “NBC” means:
(@) the National Building Code for Solomon Islands in Part 2; and
(b) if the NBC is amended, the NBC as amended; and

(c) any rule, code, standard, specification, method applied,

(d) any manuals or other materials published under section 11 as
guidance for complying with the NBC;

“NBC Advisory Board” or “Advisory Board” means the NBC
Advisory Board established under section 19;

“Permanent Secretary” means the Permanent Secretary of the
Ministry that is under the Minister, who administers the Act;

“permission” means permission to develop land granted under Part
IV of the Planning and Development Act (Cap. 154);

“Planning and Development Act” means the Planning and
Development Act (Cap. 154);

“Planning and Development Board” means a Planning and
Development Board in a province or in Honiara established by
section 5(1) of the Planning and Development Act (Cap. 154);





“prescribed” means prescribed by regulations;

“regulations” or “the Regulations” means regulations made under
section 32 of the Act.

NATIONAL BUILDING CODE
National Building Code
The National Building Code (‘the NBC”) sets out the minimum

standards and requirements for buildings and the carrying out of
building construction work.

Guidance for complying with NBC

The Minister may prepare and make publicly available manuals and
other materials that provide guidance for complying with the NBC.

Evidence of identity of authorised officers

A person who is an authorised officer must, when performing
inspections:
